Jefferson Arms Update

The city’s top three elected officials on Wednesday opposed a
developer’s request for a three-year extension of the deadline for
rehabbing the long-vacant Jefferson Arms building downtown.

The unanimous vote by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment
signaled members’ displeasure with the years of delays in the $104
million project. We've watched this project for years, and we'll
continue to follow and make sure any work performed pays a living
wage, benefits, and employs local workers.

An
impressive 94% of union workers have health insurance through work,
allowing them to afford quality medical care.
