State of Danger

A state here in the Midwest has the second-highest on-the-job
fatalities, and no surprise it's a "Right to Work" state. North
Dakota bears the distinction of seeing a 26% jump in fatal
accidents, placing it second in work deaths only to Alaska (home of
dangerous oil and gas extraction and commercial fishing
industries.) The Bureau of Labor Statistics notes that workplace
fatalities are 54% higher in RTW states.
